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POLICY STATEMENT: ASSEMBLIES AND COLLECTIVE WORSHIP

RENEWAL DATE:  END OF NOVEMBER 2009
RATIONALE:
As a College we have a commitment to develop a sense of community and spiritual, moral, social and cultural awareness within each year group and across the whole school. Assemblies are one of a range of techniques used to foster the values of the college. We aim to help students think about the world they live in, to look at what motivates people, to share in a sense of awe and wonder and contemplate all that is worthwhile in human experience.

PURPOSES:
1. To develop a sense of community within the college.

2. To encourage an awareness of the needs of others - both in the College and the wider community.

3. To promote the common ethos of the College and the values that we share.

GUIDELINES:

1. Students take part in an assembly each week, usually during registration time. 

2. Head of Years are responsible for the organisation of any year group assemblies.
3. To indicate and support opportunities for spiritual reflection within a group situation.
4. Current events in the news and within the college should also be reflected in the content of assemblies where appropriate. 

5. Assemblies focus clearly on moral and spiritual issues.
6. Where possible, the active involvement of students is encouraged; including time for personal reflection on the issues raised. 

7. The involvement of visitors is encouraged.

8. Staff are entitled to withdraw from any aspects of the programme which they feel compromise their beliefs.
