The College is now in partnership with lovereading4schools, an online bookshop similar to Amazon but with added benefits. Sawtry Community College has its own pages on the lovereading4schools website, and the books recommended on these pages are either our regular class readers or books recommended by teachers or by the students themselves. There is a link on the site to my school email address. I am responsible for monitoring the use of the site and I’m happy to respond to individual inquiries about the suitability of any given book for your child, in terms of both reading difficulty and content. 

The site also gives students and parents access to reviews and to sample extracts from many of the featured books. In addition, although the books are largely at the same reduced prices as one would find on Amazon, 5% of the cover price of each sale is returned to the school in the form of book vouchers, allowing us to build our own stock of exciting readers!

· Fill in the details on the registration screen- first name, surname, email and a password.

· Lovereading4schools will then send you an email with a link in it to verify your account. Follow the instructions in the email.

· In the ‘blackboard’ box entitled ‘Search’ on the left of the screen, enter ‘Sawtry’ and click ‘search’. This will take you to a list of schools.
