Year 7 Parent Guide

Start of Year Level 

Year 7 start levels are determined when the students are put into sets at the end of the first half term.  The levels are calculated by taking an average of their KS2 SATs result, a general test result and a statistics test result.  This allows the students time to settle in before this type of assessment takes place.  It should be noted that it is not unusual for a students start level to be slightly lower than their KS2 SAT result.  This is often a consequence of having a summer break where some of the material is forgotten.
Internal Assessments

At each assessment point the students will sit two unit tests, which will be averaged and reported to parents in the profile.  Each student has a record of their individual test results on a sticker in their organiser.
