Start of Year Level 

Year 9 start levels are calculated by taking an average of their Year 8 assessments and their end of year test.  This means that a student’s level is not judged on just one performance, which gives the student every opportunity to improve on their start level.

Internal Assessments

At each assessment point the students will sit two or three unit tests, which will be averaged and reported to parents in the profile.  Each student has a record of their individual test results on a sticker in their organiser.
